Abstract. The rise and fall of early British Gothic literature
(1764-1833) was a time of significant religious change, even as the
dominant Church of England continued to dictate moral standards that
governed both public and private life. The nineteenth century as a
whole was rich in intellectual discussions and religious debates that
were not limited solely to the problem of anti-Catholicism or the dis-
cussion of the concept of natural theology. This review examines the
advantages of the “theological method” of studying Gothic literature on
the example of M. Shelley’s novel Frankenstein, or the Modern Prome-
theus (1818). The search for the transcendent in the Sublime, character-
istic of romantic writers, acquires a special tone in this famous novel,
thanks to the possibilities of the Gothic narrative, genre and stylistic di-
versity builds it into the tradition of moral and theological quests.
